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M essage from the Commissioner:

The Board of Regents is proud of all the teacher preparation programsin our state
that reached out to restore education in Louisiana after the devastation of
Hurricanes Katrina and Rita. The storms displaced over 84,000 university students,
176,000 K-12 students, 12,000 K-12 teachers, and 1.3 million citizens during fall
2005. The outreach by university faculty and their pre-service teachers was
unprecedented. Displaced pre-service teachers were welcomed into new university
environments and provided basic essentials to resume their education; pre-service
teachers volunteered their time in shelters and helped deliver enrichment programs
to displaced children; pre-service teachers assisted overcrowded schools deliver
instruction to children who were experiencing emotional turmoil due to
unimaginable losses; and displaced student teachers were welcomed into K-12
schools in new communities and provided clothing and housing to help them
graduate on time. Of equal importance, faculty who lost their homes, personal
belongings, and professional resources returned to their universities and joined in
efforts to locate their displaced university students and rebuild the educational
programs on their damaged campuses. The compassion and dedication
demonstrated by teacher preparation faculty and pre-service teachers during this
past year will not be forgotten.

Mission of University

The mission of Louisiana College is to provide a libera arts education characterized
by academic excellence, a commitment to the preeminence of the Lord Jesus, an
alegiance to the authority of the Holy Scriptures, and a passion for changing the
world for Christ by the power of the Holy Spirit.

Student Characteristics of University

During Fall 2004, the college had a total enrollment of 1085 undergraduate and no
graduate students. A total of 458 students were males and 627 were females. The
majority of the students were from Louisiana with a total of 976 in-state students, 97
out-of-state students, and 12 foreign students. Among students enrolled in the
undergraduate program, 98 were black, 943 were white, and 44 were other races.
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Accreditation and Approval of Teacher Preparation Program

The college is accredited by the Commission on Colleges of the Southern
Association of Colleges and Schools (SACS). The college is in the process of
becoming accredited by the National Council for the Accreditation of Teacher
Education (NCATE) with a scheduled review date of February 24-28, 2007. All of
the college’'s teacher preparation programs are approved by the Louisiana
Department of Education.

Notable Featuresand Accomplishments of Teacher Preparation Program

e Louisiana College is a private coeducationa college of liberal arts and sciences,
operated under the auspices of the Louisiana Baptist Convention. Located in
Pineville, it is in the center of the state and easily accessible from major
interstates, highways, and the Alexandria International Airport.

e Louisiana College teacher education graduates excel in passing the PRAXIS
(Nationa Teacher Exam). Ninety-eight percent of them have passed the test
since it was first required in Louisiana during 1979. The job market for
education graduates from Louisiana College remains very strong.

e Louisiana College has been recognized for having two teacher preparation
graduates who have achieved National Certification.

e The college recruits highly qualified faculty who value effective teaching and
learning, who are engaged in scholarly and creative activity, and who are
committed to their own professional development. With its small classes,
individualized instruction, empathetic advising, and personal attention, the
college provides students with a quality education experience.

e Louisiana College offers a Practitioner Teacher Program called TEACH for non-
certified teachers with a bachelor's degree, a 2.5 grade point average,
appropriate PRAXIS scores, and employment in the area of certification. The
21 — 30 hour program is designed for those who wish to participate in an
intensive summer program, seminars during the fal and spring, and an
internship while working full time as ateacher in aschool.

Louisiana College distributes nearly $4 million annually in federa and state
funds and private scholarships to more than 90% of its students.

Louisiana College was recently recognized for leadership in the field of student
character development in The Templeton Guide: Colleges that Encourage
Character Development. Louisiana College is profiled in the Faculty and
Curriculum Programs section for its Vaues Program.

Louisiana College was recognized in the 2005-2006 issue of America's 100
Best Buys and Best Christian Colleges.

Louisiana College led several different areas of ministry to displaced Hurricane
Katrina victims during the 2005-2006 academic year. The Teacher Education
Department collected and distributed school supplies to hurricane displaced
childrenin our area.

The Christian faculty is noted for the persona attention it pays to individual
studentsin small classes.

“Teach for Christ” is a student service organization that is sponsored through the
teacher preparation department. It isthelargest organization on campus.

Louisiana College chalenges students, faculty, and staff to grow both in
knowledge and faith.

2005-2006 TEACHER PREPARATION ACCOUNTABILITY SYSTEM

LOUISIANA COLLEGE

In compliance with the Higher Education Act of 1998, Louisiana created a Teacher Preparation Accountability System to assess the performance of
teacher preparation programs within the state. During the first phase (2001-2002) of the accountability system, the performance of the regular and
aternate certification students on the state teachers examination (PRAXIS) was assessed. During subsequent phases (2002-2003, 2003-04, and
2004-05), the quantity of program completers at each institution and the performance of each institution (e.g., performance of regular and alternate
certification students on the state teachers' examination (PRAXIS) and ratings by teachers of their satisfaction with their teacher preparation
programs) were assessed. In the future, additional factors will be assessed to examine such areas as ratings of programs by first year teachers
mentors and growth of learning of students taught by new teachers. The purpose of this accountability system isto clearly demonstrate to the public
that all universities and collegesin Louisiana are working diligently to produce quality teachers who work effectively with PK-12 students.

During 2005-06, it was not possible to implementation the Teacher Preparation Accountability System due to the closure of universities and schools
in Louisiana and the inability to collect data from displaced teachers and mentors due to Hurricane Katrina and Hurricane Rita. However, quantity

and PRAXIS examination passage rate data that can be collected are being disseminated to the public in a 2005-06 Institutional Report for the
Preparation of Teachers.
