Mission of University 
 
True to its heritage, Dillard University’s mission is to produce graduates who excel, 
become world leaders and are broadly educated, culturally aware, and concerned 
with improving the human condition.  Through a highly personalized and learning-
centered approach, Dillard’s students are able to meet the competitive demands of a 
diverse, global and technologically advanced society. 
 
 
 
Student Characteristics of University 
 
During Fall 2006, the university had a total enrollment of 1,124 undergraduate and    
0 graduate students. A total of 320 students were males and 804 were females.  The 
majority of the students were from Louisiana with a total of 602 in-state students, 
508 out-of-state students, and 14 foreign students.  Among students enrolled in the 
undergraduate program, 1,110 were black, 0 were white, and 14 were other races.  
Among students enrolled in the graduate program, 0 were black, 0 were white, and 0 
were other races. 
 

 
Accreditation and Approval of Teacher Preparation Program   
 
The university is accredited by the Commission on Colleges of the Southern 
Association of Colleges and Schools (SACS).  In addition, the university is 
accredited by the National Council for the Accreditation of Teacher Education 
(NCATE).   All of the university’s teacher preparation programs are approved by the 
Louisiana Board of Regents and the Louisiana Department of Education. 
 
 
Notable Features and Accomplishments of Teacher Preparation Program 
 
 The Dillard University American Sign Language class signed the National 

Anthem as the U.S. Navy Color Guard presented the colors at the opening 
ceremonies of the Deaf Track and Field Olympics at Wally Pontiff Playground 
in Jefferson Parish. 

 
 Dillard University Teacher Education candidates assisted approximately 115 

students who are deaf and hard of hearing as they competed in track and field 
events during the Deaf Track and Field Olympics. 

 
 Teacher Education candidates engaged in a twenty-five hour service learning 

project at the Arc of Greater New Orleans, a local chapter of the National 
Organization, the Arc of the United States. 

 
 Early Childhood candidates, with the assistance of the professor, administered 

DIBELS, analyzed data, informed planning, and tutored students in K-3rd grade 
at the University’s Professional Development School.   

 
 Early Childhood candidates assisted in constructing a KABOOM playground at 

Royal Castle Pre-school. 
 

 Two early childhood candidates participated in the Science, Technology, 
Engineering and Mathematics (STEM) Education Coalition to support STEM 
programs for Teachers and Students at the U.S. Department of Education, the 
National Science Foundation, and other agencies that offer STEM related 
programs.

 Dr. Ramona Jean-Perkins published an article entitled “Increasing Student 

Achievement through a PK-16+ Symbiotic Relationship: A Service Learning

2007-2008 TEACHER PREPARATION ACCOUNTABILITY SYSTEM 
 

OVERVIEW 
 
 

In compliance with the Higher Education Act of 1998, Louisiana created a Teacher Preparation Accountability System to assess the performance of 
teacher preparation programs within the state.  During the first phase (2001-2002) of the accountability system, the performance of the regular and 
alternate certification students on the state teachers’ examination (PRAXIS) was assessed.  During subsequent phases (2002-2003, 2003-04, and 2004-
05), the quantity of program completers at each institution and the performance of each institution (e.g., performance of regular and alternate 
certification students on the state teachers’ Praxis examinations and ratings by teachers of their teacher preparation programs) were assessed.  In the 
future, additional factors will be assessed to examine such areas as ratings of programs by first year teachers’ mentors and growth of learning of 
students taught by new teachers.  The purpose of this accountability system is to clearly demonstrate to the public that all universities and colleges in 
Louisiana are working diligently to produce quality teachers who work effectively with PK-12 students.   
 
During 2005-06, it was not possible to implement the Teacher Preparation Accountability System due to the closure of universities and schools in 
Louisiana and the inability to collect data from displaced teachers and mentors due to Hurricane Katrina and Hurricane Rita.  A decision was made to 
revise the Teacher Preparation Accountability System.  Quantity and PRAXIS examination passage rate data have been collected and are being 
disseminated to the public in the 2005-06, 2006-07, and 2007-08 Institutional Reports for the Preparation of Teachers.  These reports can be found on 
the Board of Regents web site at:  http://asa.regents.state.la.us/TE/reports/2007.  The documents provide an overview of the quantity of program 
completers and the passage rates of program completers at individual universities.
